She added: “She recognized them from the first attack and tried to walk away but they started shouting at her and followed her.
"They called Mariam ‘Black Rose’ because someone on social media with that name had been arguing with them. I think it was Instagram", she noted.
"But Mariam said it wasn’t her and they called her a liar and started to attack her", she added.
She went on to say: "Then they started to push her and hit her and she ended up in a coma and died".
Rome Prosecutor Opens Investigation into Mariam Moustafa's Death
In another context, Prosecutors in Rome have opened an investigation into the death of Mariam Moustafa, who was born in Rome.
The Rome prosecutor has asked the UK authorities to share details of the investigation, Italian media reported.
The Italian foreign ministry said the ambassador to the UK was closely following the investigation.
UK police said more tests would take place to establish if there was a link between the assault and her death.
Investigators said they were keeping an "open mind" about whether the attack on Miss Moustafa, an engineering student at Nottingham College was racially motivated.
A 17-year-old girl, who was arrested on suspicion of assault occasioning grievous bodily harm, remains on bail.

Among the pieces are the bust of the red granite-made statue of King Snousert I, one of the great Kings of the medium kingdom (dynasty XII) and basalt-made blocks with inscriptions written in Egyptian hieroglyphs.
The museum was open in mid February and it includes the obelisk of King Snousert I in addition to 135 artifacts from ancient times to the modern era.

MORSI FREES THOUSANDS OF QAEDA PRISONERS, STUDY FINDS
While the self-proclaimed Islamic State has dominated the headlines and preoccupied national security officials for the past four years, Al-Qaeda has been quietly rebuilding. Its announcement last summer of another affiliate—this one dedicated to the liberation of Kashmir—coupled with the resurrection of its presence in Afghanistan and the solidification of its influence in Syria, Yemen, and Somalia, underscores the resiliency and continued vitality of the United States’ preeminent terrorist enemy, said a US study conducted by Bruce Hoffman and published in the Council on Foreign relations' website.

Although al-Qaeda’s rebuilding and reorganization predates the 2011 Arab Spring, the upheaval that followed helped the movement revive itself. At the time, an unbridled optimism among local and regional rights activists and Western governments held that a combination of popular protest, civil disobedience, and social media had rendered terrorism an irrelevant anachronism. 
The longing for democracy and economic reform, it was argued, had decisively trumped repression and violence. However, where the optimists saw irreversible positive change, al-Qaeda discerned new and inviting opportunities, the study stated.
The thousands of hardened al-Qaeda fighters freed from Egyptian prisons in 2012–2013 by former President Mohammed Morsi galvanized the movement at a critical moment, when instability reigned and a handful of men well-versed in terrorism and subversion could plunge a country or a region into chaos. Whether in Libya, Turkey, Syria, or Yemen, their arrival was providential in terms of advancing al-Qaeda’s interests or increasing its influence, the study added.
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COURT ADJOURNS TRIAL OF 23 ANSAR AL SHARIA ELEMENTS TO APRIL 5
Cairo Criminal Court adjourned on Sunday the trial of 23 terrorists of Ansar al Sharia Brigades to April 5.
The trial was postponed to hear testimonies of witnesses after the court completed unsealing the exhibits of the case.
The defendants face charges of murdering 12 police personnel, attempting to murder nine others, possessing firearms and manufacturing explosives.
Investigations revealed that the prime suspect el Sayyed el Sayyed Ata Morsy had formed the terrorist group to spread extremist thoughts, carry out attacks on military and police personnel and target Copts, their places of worship and property.
According to the probe, the suspect had helped the group carry out several terrorist operations, ordered members to fight in Syria, trained others in making bombs and provided them with shelter.
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COURT ISSUES FINAL ACQUITTAL FOR MUBARAK-ERA CULTURE MINISTER
The Court of Cassation issued on Sunday a final acquittal for Mubarak-era culture minister Farouk Hosni, who was tried for profiteering while serving as minister.
The court rejected on Sunday an appeal by the prosecution against an acquittal order by a criminal court in January 2013.
In 2013, Hosni was found not guilty of making illicit gains and profiteering from October 1987 to January 2011.
The January decision came several months after Cairo Administrative Court reversed a verdict freezing Hosni's assets worth LE9 million.
Last week, Cairo Criminal Court dismissed a corruption case against Mubarak-era steel tycoon Ahmed Ezz and the former head of the Industrial Development Authority Amr Assal, removing their names from a travel ban list after the pair reached a financial settlement with the state.
Ezz will pay LE1.7 billion as part of a reconciliation deal with the Egyptian government, according to Prosecutor-General Nabil Sadek.
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DIRECTORS OF EGYPTIAN MUSEUM REFERRED TO TRIAL OVER FAILURE 
TO CARRY OUT MUSEUM DEVELOPMENT
Head of the Administrative Prosecution Authority (APA) Feriyal Qotb on Sunday referred the former and current directors of the Egyptian Museum to an urgent trial over their alleged failure to develop the museum’s basement in spite of receiving an estimated LE10.5 million sum to implement the project.
The APA received a report from the Supreme Council of Antiquities and attached a report by the Accountability State Authority (ASA) concerning claimed irregularities in the development project.
Investigations into the case have already begun with prosecutors having heard testimonies of officials from the Antiquities Ministry and the architect of the museum, who all acknowledged that the artifacts contained in the basement should have been evacuated to make way for its development.
The witnesses said that it was imperative for the successive directors of the Egyptian Museum during the contract period to put in place a timetable to evacuate the basement, in whole or in part, to enable development work as stipulated under the contract.
The contract maintained that the museum administration agreed to partially empty the basement in order to make way for the agreed upon renovations. However, investigations revealed that not more than 40 percent of the renovations have been completed.
The investigation also revealed that the suspects should have addressed the Secretary General of the Supreme Council of Antiquities to inform him of the plan of the evacuation in order for the project to be implemented.
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PROSECUTION ORDERS DETENTION OF MAN WHO ATTEMPTED TO COMMIT SUICIDE BY JUMPING OFF GREAT PYRAMID
The prosecution has ordered the four-day detention pending investigation of a man who climbed to the top of the Great Pyramid of Giza with the intention of committing suicide by jumping off.
The prosecution charged the unnamed worker, who is in his 20s, with endangering himself and others as well as climbing the 4,500-year-old Pyramid of Khufu, which is prohibited by law.
According to the prosecution, the tourism police arrested the man on Saturday after they – with the help of the man's father and sister – were able to talk him out of committing suicide.
Investigators say the man suffered a psychotic break triggered by problems with his neighbors, which sparked his suicidal thoughts.
Egypt has strict rules against scaling pyramids, which is punishable by up to three years in prison.
In February 2016, Egypt's antiquities ministry sent an official notice to the German embassy in Egypt informing them that a German citizen had been banned from visiting Egypt after he scaled a pyramid to shoot a collection of photographs and videos of the Giza Plateau.

WALI: PARTICIPATION IN PARALYMPICS PART OF STATE DIRECTIVES TO DECLARE 2018 "YEAR OF DISABLED"
Minister of Social Solidarity Ghada Wali said that her participation in the opening ceremony of the Special Olympics MENA Games Abu Dhabi 2018 Saturday evening falls within the framework of the ministry's keenness on supporting the file of persons with special needs, in conformity with President Abdel Fattah El Sisi's directives to declare 2018 the year of the disabled.
A statement released by the ministry on Sunday said Wali stood alongside the participating Egyptian delegation which comprises 160 players to take part in 16 games.
The Egyptian mission is competing in all games and their participation is considered the largest in the history of the Paralympics.
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ZAMALEK SUFFER SHOCK CONFED CUP EXIT AFTER SHOOTOUT DEFEAT
Al Zamalek suffered a shock exit from the CAF Confederation Cup round of 32 after losing 4-3 on penalties to Ethiopia's Wolaitta Dicha following a 2-2 aggregate draw in Cairo on Sunday.
After losing 2-1 in Hawassa earlier this month, Zamalek triumphed with the same scoreline in regular time to force a penalty shootout that condemned them to a bitter exit at the first hurdle. 
Playmaker Ahmed Madbouli gave the hosts the lead from the spot following a disputed penalty on the stroke of half-time before adding another goal just three minutes after the break.
An ill-fated mistake from international keeper Ahmed El-Shennawi, however, allowed the visitors to stun the home crowd through Abdul-Samad Ali in the 52nd minute to level the aggregate score. 
The match went straight into penalties, where Zamalek playmaker Ayman Hefni struck the bar and midfielder Mahmoud Abdel-Aziz had a tame effort saved to allow Dicha to cause a huge upset.

CABINET APPROVES DRAFT BUDGET OF FY 2018/2019 

The cabinet approved, on Sunday, the draft budget of the FY 2018/2019 and submitted it to the House of Representatives (HoR) for approval.
Speaking at a press conference following the cabinet meeting, Prime Minister Sherif Ismail said that the government will offer stakes of around 20 companies as part of a program on initial public offering (IPO) state enterprises in a year and a half from now.
Ten of these companies are listed in the Egyptian Stock Exchange (EGX), Ismail pointed out.
The government eyes around LE1.4 trillion budget and a growth rate of 5.8 percent, he added. 

Gov't focuses on sustainable development in Upper Egypt: min.

The government is keen on pushing forward the sustainable development plan in Upper Egypt, Minister of Planning Hala el Saeed said on Sunday.
Saeed’s comments came in a press conference after the cabinet meeting, during which outlines of the medium term sustainable development plan till the FY 2021/2022 and investments estimated in the plan's first year 2018/2019 were reviewed.
This came amid the government’s keenness on continuing its economic, social and administrative reforms, she noted.
The government's focusing on Upper Egyptian governorates aims at narrowing developmental gaps in remote places and activating role played by youth and women in the economic field. 

Cabinet approves loan agreement with AfDB

The Cabinet approved, on Sunday, a 150-million-dollar loan agreement with the African Development Bank (AfDB) to develop water and sanitation projects in the Giza village of Abu Rawash, Investment and International Cooperation Minister Sahar Nasr said.
Speaking in a press conference, Nasr said that the Egyptian government gives priority to funding infrastructure projects nationwide. 

Housing units for all social standards, jobs in New Administrative Capital

On the other hand, Ismail said, on Sunday, that the New Administrative Capital will include housing units for all social standards and provide new jobs for youth during the construction works and afterwards.
The New Administrative Capital is considered an integral city that comprises all activities and represents the vision of President Abdel Fattah El Sisi in establishing new and modern cities, he added.
The state seeks to turn the area into the largest business hub in the Middle East and North Africa region, he said, referring to around $3 billion of investment in the money and business district which will be implemented within three years.

PM lays foundation stone of new Business District in Administrative Capital

Ismail laid, on Sunday, the foundation stone of the Central Business District designed to attract international and global enterprises in the New Administrative Capital. 
Housing Minister Mustafa Madbouli, head of the New Administrative Capital Company Ahmed Zaki Abdine, the Chinese ambassador in Cairo and a host of senior officials attended the ceremony.
Ismail said that this ceremony is held under the sponsorship of President Abdel Fattah El Sisi and his Chinese counterpart Xi Jinping.
He lauded the giant project which is carried out by a Chinese company in cooperation with Egyptian contracting companies.
The project will include 20 residential, service, administrative and business towers, including a 385-meter-high tower that could be the tallest in Africa.
The three-billion-dollar project will be funded by a Chinese loan. The New Urban Communities Authority has paid 15 percent of the value of the loan as a down-payment while the rest will be re-paid over ten years with a 42-month grace period.
The project covers 1.7 million square meters of lands.
Madbouli briefed the premier on the initial designs of the towers, adding that the land of the project was handed over to the Chinese company to start immediate construction works.
The new capital will consist of 8 residential neighborhoods in addition to a central business district, an embassies district, a government district, a banking district, the city center, the City of Justice, Knowledge Land (smart village) and a cultural city.

CAPMAS: NUMBER OF PUBLIC TRANSPORT VEHICLES 
HIT ALMOST 8.9 THOUSAND

The number of vehicles owned by the Public Transportation Authority reached 8.9 thousand buses and mini-buses in 2016-2017, up by 0.5 percent compared to the year before, according to figures released by the Central Agency for Public Mobilization and Statistics (CAPMAS).
In a country with chronic and severe traffic problems, as well as an ever-growing population, the number of people using different forms of public transportation reached 2.17 billion passengers in 2016/2017, up by 0.4 percent compared to the previous year, according to CAPMAS.
The total number of public transport tracks reached 2,003 lines in 2016/2017 compared to 2,500 in the year before, down by 8.3 percent due to the setback in the activities of some cooperatives that have been operating extra buses to help meet the needs of the huge number of passengers.

TURKISH FORCES SEIZE SYRIAN CITY OF AFRIN
Turkish forces have seized control of the Syrian city of Afrin. A source in President Recep Tayyip Erdogan's office said in a statement, that as of Sunday morning, the Turkish military and its Free Syrian Army allies have seized control of the city center. The northwestern, Kurdish-majority city has been the target of a two-month Turkish offensive against a Syrian Kurdish militia, known as the People's Defense Units, or YPG, despite calls from Europe and elsewhere for the operation to end.
The Turkish assault on Afrin raises tensions with the U.S. Turkey views the Kurdish fighters as terrorists, even though the U.S. has armed and trained some to fight against Islamic State forces in Syria.
Reuters reports that Erdogan said, "Units of the Free Syrian Army, which are backed by Turkish armed forces, took control of the center of Afrin this morning." He added that a "large number" of Kurdish fighters had "fled with their tail between their legs," and that de-mining operations in the city are underway.
Turkish army infantry commander killed during Operation "Olive Branch" in Afrin
The Turkish authorities announced on Sunday that a Turkish army infantry commander succumbed to the wounds he sustained during operation "Olive Branch" in mid March, Russia Today reported quoting Turkish media.
The Turkish military said Sunday it had taken complete control of the Afrin town center in northwestern Syria.
“The Afrin town center was taken under control by Turkish Armed Forces and Free Syrian Army,” the General Staff said on its official Twitter account.
A search operation for mines and improvised explosive devices is under way, it added.
Earlier, Turkish President Recep Tayyip Erdogan announced that Turkey-backed forces took complete control of the Afrin town center.
Putin Wins Another Six Years At Russia's Helm In Landslide Victory
Russian President Vladimir Putin won a landslide re-election victory on Sunday, extending his rule over the world's largest country for another six years at a time when his ties with the West are on a hostile trajectory.
Putin's victory will extend his total time in office to nearly a quarter of a century, until 2024, by which time he will be 71. Only Soviet dictator Josef Stalin ruled for longer. Putin has promised to use his new term to beef up Russia's defences against the West and to raise living standards.
In a widely expected outcome, an exit poll showed Putin, who has dominated the political landscape for the last 18 years, had won 73.9 percent of the vote. The Central Election Commission, speaking after almost a third of the votes had been counted, put Putin on 73 percent.
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U.S. STUDY ADMITS: QAEDA IS BIGGEST BENEFICIAL OF ARAB SPRING

Nearly seven years after the killing of Osama bin Laden, al-Qaeda is numerically larger and present in more countries than at any other time in its history. Indeed, the movement now boasts of some 40,000 men under arms, with approximately 10,000–20,000 fighters in Syria; 7000-9000 in Somalia; 5000 in Libya; 4000 in Yemen; a similar number dispersed throughout other countries across the Maghreb and Sahel; 3000 in Indonesia; and approximately 1000 in South Asia. From north-west Africa to South East Asia, al-Qaeda has been able to knit together a global movement of some two dozen local franchises.

A  US study prepared by Bruce Hoffman said that al-Qaeda proved remarkably adept at exploiting the upheaval and instability that swept across North Africa and the Middle East in 2011 and 2012 during the Arab Spring.

The thousands of hardened al-Qaeda prisoners Egyptian President Mohamed Morsi freed, who fled to Libya, Turkey, Syria, Yemen, and other locales, endowed the movement at an opportune moment with combat expertise, leadership skills, and foot soldiers. Then, the military coup that subsequently toppled Morsi greatly enhanced al-Qaeda’s credibility and appeal: validating its new leader Ayman al-Zawahiri’s repeated admonitions to Muslims not to trust the West or have any faith in the sanctity of democratic processes.

the civil unrest that unfolded in Syria as part of the Arab Spring, and rapidly gave way to outright civil war, breathed new life into al-Qaeda’s efforts to appear relevant and reinsert itself into the region’s politics. Within weeks of bin Laden’s killing, for instance, al-Zawahiri had publicly affirmed al-Qaeda’s support for the uprisings in Syria, as well as those in Yemen and Libya.
Taking advantage of the historical rivalry between Sunni and Shi’a (of which Syria’s ruling Alawites are a minority sect), al-Qaeda’s incessant, blatantly sectarian messaging sharpened these frictions and enabled the group to establish a presence in Syria – a country long-heralded by Muslims as sacred territory.
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PROTESTERS AND POLICE CLASH IN TUNISIA MINING BASIN
Tunisian police used tear gas on Sunday to disperse dozens of protesters demanding jobs and development in a mining town in the centre of the country. 
"Work, freedom, national dignity," protesters chanted in Mdhilla, demanding that a portion of revenues produced from phosphate mining in the region be allocated to its development. 
Protesters are again chanting the 2011 slogans of the Arab Spring uprising amid a wave of unrest over persisting poverty and unemployment, as anger has risen over new austerity measures after a year of rising prices.
Tensions began on Friday after a ministerial meeting aimed at finding solutions to the mining basin's economic crisis. 
On Saturday night, police fired tear gas at protesters who tried to block trains that were transporting phosphate.
Sunday's protest, attended by many young men and women, broke down into clashes after some demonstrators threw stones at police, who again used tear gas to disperse the crowd.  
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ISRAELI SETTLER STABBED IN JERUSALEM, STABBER SHOT
An Israeli settler was badly injured after being stabbed on Sunday evening in the Old City, Jerusalem.
Israeli police shot a young man for allegedly stabbing an Israeli settler "security guard" in Bab al-Wad in the Old City, Palestinian sources said, adding that the young man's nationality had not been identified yet.
According to Israeli sources, the settler was badly injured, as he received several stabs in the upper part of his body.
The stabber was neutralized by gunfire, and Israeli security forces were summoned at the stabbing site, Israeli media reported.
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NORTH KOREA'S KIM JONG UN COULD ATTACK EUROPE WITH MISSILES, 
GERMANY WARNS
North Korea could launch a missile attack capable of hitting Germany and central Europe, a top Germany foreign intelligence official told lawmakers this week, the Bild am Sonntag newspaper reported. BND Deputy Director Ole Diehl said during a private meeting that he was “certain” North Korean leader Kim Jong Un could carry out the act of war, Reuters reported.
Kim threatened last year to strike the U.S. and other nations, but North Korea has more recently pursued diplomatic options with world leaders. A senior North Korean diplomat was expected to arrive in Finland this week to meet with former U.S. and South Korean officials, Yonhap News Agency reported. Talks are also underway about holding a U.S.-North Korean summit.
Japan and South Korea have long been most vulnerable to North Korea's war attacks, but the U.S. and Europe have in more recent years joined the potential list of targets as North Korea has invested in its military and missile testing program.
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QATAR BEHIND DEAL OF THE CENTURY!

Although I closely follow up the U.S. media on a daily basis to get confirmed information about the so-called deal of the century, I found nothing at all about it, writes Ashraf Abul-Hol in an article in Al-Ahram on Tuesday.

If this deal was true, then it would be yet another folly of the U.S. administration. However, I have eventually come to the belief that this deal was born at the hands of the Qatari officials in Doha, where the details of this so-called deal are being drawn.

This is emphasized by the fact that most of the reports that talk about that imaginary deal come from media outlets that are affiliated to Qatar.

For instance, the Middle East Eye, a British news portal being financed by Doha, claimed that the deal provides for the establishment of a Palestinian state with temporary borders covering half of the West Bank and Gaza Strip without occupied Jerusalem.

It also envisages working on solutions for the refugees question and that the Palestinians will have to build a new Jerusalem over the lands of villages and residential communities near the city.

Regarding the holy city that is home to the Aqsa Mosque and the Church of the Holy Sepulchre as well as the rest of Muslim and Christian sites, the Qatar-financed news site noted that the plan spells out the construction of a corridor between the new Palestinian state and Old Jerusalem for prayers.

Apart form all other details, these reports function only as flagrant attempts to link this dubious deal to Saudi Arabia and claim that Riyadh approves it, something which was vehemently denied by Crown Prince Mohamed bin Salman.

Accordingly, the dirty Qatari hands appear so clearly behind these fake reports, now that it is impossible for Arabs – Muslims or Christians – to wash their hands of their sanctities.
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SOCIETAL DIALOGUE!

The societal dialogue expresses the interests and visions of the whole society, not a certain group, writes Amr Abdel-Sami’e in a column in Al-Ahram on Monday.

Societal dialogue is actually detection of the people’s opinions to take their demands into account when forging political and administrative decisions. It is never an arena for enhancing popular considerations over technical and political aspects in the decisions.

In other words, we do not want a repetition of the new state administrative division dossier, which had been declared by President Abdel-Fattah al-Sisi during his first campaign.

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“DEAL OF THE CENTURY”: PALESTINE REJECTS, ISRAEL SKULKS

In an opinion piece, Mohamed Abdel Maksoud of Al Ahram Newspaper touched upon the so-called “deal of the century” and the US plans for the Palestinian-Israeli conflict.
The US White House has hosted a conference to address the humanitarian crisis in Gaza, but the Palestinian Authority boycotted the meeting, angered by the Trump administration’s policies on Jerusalem.
The American conference was meant to mislead the international public opinion and cover up the main problem which is the Israeli practices in Jerusalem and the West Bank, Abdel Maksoud said. 
He noted that the Palestine Liberation Organization (PLO) has recognized the objectives of the conference, rejecting to join and slamming it.
The conference comes at a time when the Trump administration is getting ready to announce the “deal of the century” that pays special attention to the Gaza Strip, the columnist said. 
The plan calls for annexing 10-15% of the West Bank and major settlement blocs to Israel in return for establishing a demilitarized Palestinian state with no real powers regarding the security, he added. 
It is very odd that the Israeli media and some suspicious Arabic websites have claimed that Egypt has expanded buffer zone along Gaza border, in preparation for giving a part of the Egyptian territories to Palestine as part of the alleged deal,  Abdel Maksoud further said. 
The columnist said that such media reports are part of the information war on Egypt that is meant to provoke the public ahead of the Egyptian presidential elections, slated for the next week. 
At the same time, a Palestinian official has criticized Egypt’s foreign policy, claiming that Cairo is taking part in the blockade imposed on Palestinians, Abdel Maksoud said, stressing that such official is trying to achieve internal political gains that may help him succeed the current Palestinian president. 
“In fact, Egypt pays no attention to such polemics, as the Egyptian stances supporting all Arab revolutions, national regimes and Palestine Liberation Organization, the only representative of the Palestinian people, are clear and visible to all,” he said. 
According to the reports, the American administration plans to announce the deal in months, however, many complications are facing the implementation of the deal, mainly the Palestinian outright rejection to such plans in addition to the deteriorating political situation in Israel that will certainly enforce Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu to make no concessions to the Palestinians.

The Zionist attempts to enforce the Trump deal are meant to highlight the Palestinian rejection to the US peace initiative and to evade the requirements of the peace process.
The Palestinian and Arab efforts should be intensified in order to set up a unified strategy targeting the quick conclusion of a Palestinian reconciliation agreement and to set up a comprehensive political program against the Israeli plans.
The Arab, Islamic and international media should have a role in uncovering the Israeli practices and pressing on the world peoples and governments to face up to their responsibilities, the Al Ahram columnist concluded. 
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INTELLECTUALS' PLIGHT IN EGYPT

This happens across the world; intellectuals moves from one idea to another with the change occurring in society, circumstances, international powers' formations and their relative weights.  

Ideas themselves are not sacred, but they are means to greater ends; whether man's happiness, society development, or nations' glory.

Holding on to and cherishing ideas transforms them to ideologies, a religion-like doctrines, or even a religion.

This is the case with Egypt and many Arab and Muslim states; where ideas are held tight to even though they are outdated; and neither the place nor society are what they used to be when these ideas first appeared.

If we look at the intellectuals in our society, we will find that the majority of them are locked up in their own ideas or others' ideas that they have adopted; unable to break free, judge or abandon them without being criticized themselves.

Only few of them have managed to change their ideas and improve themselves intellectually. 

In Egypt, for instance, the number of these cannot be more than five over a whole century, while the rest lived their entire life captured in an intellectual system or wreckage that changed into a doctrine.
Then, some sort of a merger happened between themselves and their ideas that letting go or abandoning them became like waivering their personalities or dignity. 

The case of knowledge imprisonment has overwhelmed our Egyptian and Arab world; that the intellectuals have become an obstacle before any true social change; because they keep repeating history with all of its ordeals and afflictions.
It is impossible that any reasonable person would accept that there are thinkers in Egypt that are still confined to the 1930s socialism with all its ideas, suggestions and mottos. They keep repeating the words of Henry Cohen, Leon Trotsky and others as if they came out today. 
No sane person would accept that there are people who dream of achieving Bismarck's nationalism in the Arab World and believe in ethnic-based states at a time in which economic ties top all religion, language or race-based links.             
These kinds of prisoners stick to their ideas and views no matter how reality proves them wrong.
They reject reality and ignore facts just to prove themselves and their ideas right.
